March Food Drive 

This year marks the 26th anniversary of the March 
Campaign! This year’s goal is to raise 9 million 
pounds of food and dollars. The March Campaign 
is sponsored by the Minnesota FoodShare where 
300 food shelves around the state collect food 
and money. Each week during March food shelves 
must report the number of dollars and pounds of 

food donated to qualify for the “incentive allocation”. The more food and 
money that a food shelf collects in March the more they receive of the “incentive 
allocation”. Let’s help stock our local food shelves - Sharing Korners and Hallie 
Q. Brown so our neighbors have somewhere to turn for food when times are 
tough. 
 
This campaign raises public awareness about the need for food shelves and the 
contributions that they make to our communities. In fact, the usage was up at 
least 5% statewide in 2006 and over 1.7 million visits occurred in 2004 and 
2005. This is the most important time at food shelves across the state…half the 
food donated at food shelves are raised in MARCH. 100% of the money 
raised by MN FoodShare in the month of March is used for food. 
 
In the coming weeks, grocery bags will be available to remind us to bring our 
donations to mass.  Those interested in giving a monetary donation can do so by 
check made out to St. Thomas More indicating food shelf in the memo message. 
 
Please spread the word by telling your families and friends about this most 
needed and important Campaign

Summit Faith Salon 
The Ordinary Business of Becoming God: 
Traditional Church Teaching on the Human Vocation 
In this Summit Faith Salon, we will explore the teachings of the Church Fathers on 
the human vocation. The Church Fathers, also called the Patristics, were the first – 
and most authoritative – theologians of the Church. Intelligent, passionate, and 
powerfully optimistic about God’s purpose for humanity and the redeemable 
nature of human freedom, the Church Fathers taught that the destiny of each 
human being is to be a part of humanity’s becoming God through Christ. Though 
culminating in heaven, this process of “becoming God” begins here on earth in the 
ordinariness of everyday life. 
With a consciousness of sin that goes deeper than that of Christian conservatives, 
and a sense of human destiny that soars high above the loftiest visions of secular 
liberals, the Church Fathers offer teaching on human nature and the human 
vocation that will soothe the most traditional heart with its rootedness in Scripture, 
and startle the most modern mind with its freshness. It is a teaching to live by and 
to contemplate over a lifetime. 
St Thomas More parishioner Phil Steger will provide an overview of and lead a 
discussion on this teaching. If you would like to “read ahead,” download the pdf 
of two chapters from Orthodox theologian Olivier Clement’s compilation of and 
commentary on the Church Fathers’ teachings: The Roots of Christian Mysticism,

It’s rich reading, so don’t worry if you don’t get through it all. Read what you can. 
Reading slowly, pondering a paragraph at a time and not finishing the reading 
will be more rewarding than just reading to get to the end.
